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Travel Program

Description


The travel program is designed for those players and their families interested in developing their abilities beyond the recreational/intramural level through a commitment to increased levels of training and match play.  Players will receive advanced training on a variety of topics.  Players train both indoors and outdoors during the season.  Training occurs one to three times per week and is at the discretion of the coaching staff.


The travel program participates in the Reading Berks Junior Soccer League (RBJSL) located in the Berks County area.  Each team is required to participate in league play (six matches), and a minimum of three tournaments.  The Technical Director highly encourages all coaching staffs and their team to exceed the minimum requirements.  The travel season generally extends from November to June.

Some additional highlights of participating in the travel program include but are not limited to:

· Guest instructors (college coaches, National Staff  coaches, and/or professional players)

· Sports Psychology training

· Speed and Conditioning training

· Playing against teams from other regions and states

Additionally, all travel team coaches are required to posses a minimum coaching license based upon the age group they are coaching and as determined by the County’s executive board and Technical Director.   Each coach must submit to a criminal and child abuse background check through the United States Youth Soccer Association’s (USYSA) “KidSafe” program to determine their suitability to coach our players.
